This garden was completed in 1993 to mark the 
opening of Hiroshima Airport. The garden expresses 
the rich natural forests, rugged terrain and many 
valleys and vales of the Chugoku Mountains. The 
garden also expresses Miyajima Island, the Seto 
Inland Sea and other scenic spots by using Japanese 
garden techniques. The name Sankeien is derived 
from the three images represented: mountain, village 
and sea. An abundance of seasonal flowers and a 
variety of plants and trees such as weeping cherry 
blossoms and Japanese apricot blossoms in spring, 
hydrangea and Japanese irises in summer, and red 
maple leaves in autumn provide a brilliance of colors. 
Enjoy the changing scenery of the four seasons.

Within the sprawling natural park, enjoy various outdoor activities including cycling, hiking and Just Bring Yourself BBQs. In 
particular, the cycling roads are arranged to accommodate different rider levels, from a full-scale course that goes around 
the Hiroshima Airport runway to a family course for younger kids. Also popular are the Picnic Area, that allows you to 
experience the power of take offs and landings up close, and the Observation Area, which offers 360 degrees of spectacu-
lar views of the airport and the Chugoku and Shikoku Mountains. Enjoy an ideal outdoor spot in natural surroundings.
